A TYPE OF ACCEPTABLE YEAR OF THE LORD 
Type of Acceptable Year of the Lord when Passover is on the 4th day of the week (Wednesday) 
Counting 14 Days from Abib or Nisan 1. 
 
The Annual Sabbaths are Sabbaths in the Feasts of the Lord to be kept like the weekly Sabbath. 
(No servile work and a holy convocation – a holy gathering for bible study before the Lord). 
The Feasts of the Lord is determined by the biblical calendar of 30 days per month count from the 
1st Nisan or Abib to the 30th Tishrei or Ethanim.
